All pupils are offered supervised access to the Internet at Buile Hill Visual Arts College.
Pupils will have access to email and be able to search for information from museums, libraries, news
providers and other suitable web sites related to their lessons.

Whilst our aim for internet use is to further our children's education, pupils may find ways to access other
information.
